DRAFT IDP REVIEW PUBLIC PARTICIPATION REPORT FOR 2017/18
INTRODUCTION

This document presents a report on Ephraim Mogale Local Municipality’s Draft Integrated Development Plan Review for 2017/18 financial year for which public consultation was held during the month of April 2017. In terms of Section 21 of the Municipal Systems Act, Act 32 of 2000 and Sections 22 and 23 of the Municipal Finance Management Act, Act 56 of 2003 that Ephraim Mogale Local Municipality invites members of the public to participate in the 2017/18 Draft IDP 2017/18 Public Participation meetings and make inputs and comments on the Draft IDP  therefore  to comply with the directive and to meet the above deadline, the Ephraim Mogale Local Municipality commenced its Draft IDP 2017/18 process  from April 2017 for community Public Participation. 
BACKGROUND

Municipal Systems Act no. 32 of 2000 requires local municipalities to developed five year based strategic plans (IDP) and review them on annual basis to ensure that their annual operational plans are based on the IDP.  Furthermore, the purpose of the developing of the IDP is to inculcate a democratic approach to local government in order to meet their mandate of playing a developmental role by ensuring that all the stakeholders need to be afforded an opportunity to voice their opinions in influence the shape and form, as well as the direction and pace of development in their localities.

It is against this legislative background that the municipality conducted its consultation process by embarking on an extensive consultation and participation processes in order to reach out to all the communities and stakeholders.

The process was conducted in seven clusters during public participation. All meetings were observed, monitored and evaluated to determine the level and effectiveness of participation. 
This was done in accordance with a set criterion.

The notice for public meetings was sent out prior to the first date of the schedule. A vigorous communication campaign aimed at reaching out to all the communities of the Ephraim Mogale Local Municipality was also carried out, e.g. loud hailing, sms’s ,ward committees, distribution of public notices and media.
All venues were selected in a manner that ensured easy access for all community members of the relevant clustered wards. Size, distance and disability were taken into account during the selection of venues. 
Cluster 1-Phetwane Sports Ground (Ward 14, 15 & 16)
· The meeting at Phetwane Sports Ground (Ward 14,15 & 16) was conducted on the 04/04/2017 at 10H00 and communities emphasized that;
· Mogalatjane does not have pay-point and also A-B Bus Route does not serve the community as it does not pass through the community.
· Ward 14 (Tsantsabela) request stormwater or v-drains to control water that comes from the mountain during rainy season as it damages houses, Reservoir for water provision and Library. They have emphasised that there is no service at all at Tsantsabela therefore they plea for service delivery.
· Phetwane requests Highmast lights, Community Hall, Sports ground and Clinic. 
· Contractors must also escalate skill to communities. 
Cluster 2-Moomane Community Hall (Ward 11, 12 & 13)
· The meeting at Moomane Community Hall (Ward 11, 12 & 13) was scheduled for 06/04/2017 at 10H00 and was postponed and conducted on the 25/04/2017 at 10H00.
· Rakgwadi Community requested for high mast lights be energised and youth initiatives to reduce unemployment rate for youth.
· Ngwalemong requested for provision of clinic, water supply, electricity and tarred internal roads.

· Moomane requested water supply, tarring of internal roads, electricity and disaster management services.
· Matisheng requested for fencing of cemeteries.

· It was also indicated that there is a need for reservoir at Mabitsi.
Cluster 3-Leeuwfontain Community Hall (Ward 07, 08, 09 & 10)
· The meeting at Leeuwfontain Community Hall (Ward 07, 08, 09 & 10) was conducted on the 06/04/2017 at 10H00 and communities indicated that;
· Moganyaka new stand requested for provision of lights.
· Leeuwfontain public also took the opportunity to thank the municipality for the provision of sports complex.
· Manapyane request for proper communication when there is such public participation.

· Public emphasised that the municipal roads be maintained and cleaned by EPWP personnel, 

· Manapyane also requested that Multi-purpose centre be build

· Ward 9 suggested that all the farms available in Ephraim Mogale must pay the right service charges to generate revenue and also emphasised that provision of water is still a problem.

· Ward 9 also requested for provision of service delivery especially water.
Cluster 4-Kloppor Community Hall (Ward 01, 02, 03, 04, 05 & 06)
· The meeting at Kloppor Community Hall (Ward 01, 02, 03, 04, 05 & 06) was scheduled for 07/04/2017 at 10H00 were communities emphasized that;

· There must be provision of high mast lights, RDP houses and tarred roads at ward 3 Kloppor and it was also indicated that the community hall lacks electricity power.

· Public from Kloppor indicated that there is a need for security guards at the community hall.

· Keerom Public request provision of community hall and high mast lights.

· Community at large also requested the municipality to delivery services to them especially water supply.

· It is also indicated that Local Economic Development Unit must be provided with enough budget so that it will be able to cater the needs of the community particularly the support of SMMEs.  

Cluster 5-Business Sector
· The meeting for Business Sector scheduled for 10H00 on the 11/04/2017 at the Municipal Chamber was postponed and was never conducted till to date.
Cluster 6-Special Programs
· The meeting for Special Programs scheduled for 10H00 on the 12/04/2017 at the Municipal Caucus was postponed and was never conducted till to date.
Cluster 7-Staff
· The meeting for staff scheduled for 10H00 on the 13/04/2017 at the Municipal Chamber was postponed and was never conducted till to date.
CONCLUSION

Ephraim Mogale Local Municipality embarked on an extensive process of community consultation and participation. It should be taken into account that the process is ongoing and is subject to cycles of evaluation and critical review. It is always a learning curve for municipal officials and other stakeholders in general. Conceptualising roles and responsibilities, analysing the methodology applied and the nature of the content of consultation and the degree of participation could only be done in reflection.  Ephraim Mogale Local Municipality utilizes its consultation process as an empowerment tool for all the stakeholders to participate democratically in decision-making processes of the city.
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
